Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

James 2:14-26          Week of May 22, 2016 (week 8 of 10)
1.
Describe a time when you have seen God’s people care for each other in a meaningful way.

Read James 2:14-17. How would you paraphrase the principle that is stated in v. 14 and v. 17? 

In the Greek wording of v. 16, the first “you” (one of you says...)     is singular, and the second “you” (you do not give them what is necessary) is plural. What does this say about individual and corporate responsibility to meet needs?

Read Galatians 6:10. What qualifications does Paul place on the command to “do good to all”? 

How can we make sure that those qualifications don’t become an excuse to do nothing? 

Read Luke 10:29-37. How did Jesus’ answer the question “who is my neighbor?”

Read James 2:18-20. How does James answer the objection “you have faith; I have works”? 

What does James mean by his warning about demons in v. 19? 

Read Mark 5:6,7. How does this encounter support what James says?

Read James 2:21-26. What does James say about the basis of Abraham’s right standing with God: in v. 21? 

In v. 23? 

What did James mean when he said that Abraham’s willingness of offer his son Isaac “perfected” or “completed” his faith in God’s promise years earlier to give him a son (v. 22)?

Read Joshua 2:8-12. According to Rahab’s explanation, all the inhabitants of Jericho knew what was going to happen. How do her actions set her apart from the rest of Jericho’s inhabitants? 

How does the contrast between Abraham and Rahab strengthen the point that James is making?
