Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

James 3:13-18          Week of June 5, 2016 (week 10 of 10)
1.
What is the most amazing gift (birthday, Christmas, etc.) you have ever been given?
2.
Read James 3:13. How would you paraphrase the answer James gives to his own question? 

Read Matthew 11:18,19. In what ways is wisdom “vindicated by its deeds”? 
3.
Read James 3:14-16. What are the characteristics of “counterfeit wisdom”? 

In what ways does James say those characteristics are manifested? 

Read 1 Corinthians 3:18-20. How does this description of “the wisdom of this world” compare with James 3:14-16?

4.
Read James 3:17,18. How are the characteristics of “wisdom from above” different from those of counterfeit wisdom? 

How would you paraphrase the results of this kind of wisdom (v 18)? 
5.
Read James 1:5 & 2 Chronicles 1:7-12. How does Solomon’s request illustrate the truth of James 1:5? 

How can we know that this promise is also true for us? 

Read 2 Chronicles 1:6. What was Solomon doing when God appeared to him with His offer?
6.
Read 1 Kings 12:1-16. Solomon’s son Rehoboam apparently did not inherit his father’s wisdom. What principles of Godly wisdom from James 3:17-18 did Rehoboam disregard? 

What was the result? 

7.
Read Judges 7:24-8:3. The men of Ephraim were upset because Gideon had involved them in the “clean-up operation” but not the main battle against Midian. How does Gideon demonstrate the principles of Godly wisdom from James 3:17,18? 

What resulted? 

How does he illustrate what it means to be a “peacemaker”? 

Is there an area of your life where you need to ask for God’s wisdom?
