Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

1 Kings 20 & 21          Week of Sept. 18, 2016 (week 1 of 10)
1.
Draw a picture of “something I did on my summer vacation,” and explain it to your group.
2.
1 Kings 20 describes a series of attacks by Aram (or Syria) against Israel. Read 1 Kings 20:13 & 28. Based on the twice-repeated promise of deliverance, who is it that God was trying to convince of his divine identity? 
Read 1 Kings 16:30-33. What does this say about the lengths to which God will go to restore his children?  

3.
Read 1 Kings 20:42,43. How would you describe Ahab’s attitude when he is reprimanded for forming an alliance with Aram? 
Read 2 Samuel 12:13. How does Ahab’s response compare to David’s response to a similar reprimand? 


4.
Read 1 Kings 21:1-4 and note Ahab’s response to a further, “minor” disappointment. 
Read 1 Kings 19:10. How does Elijah’s earlier response to his own disappointment differ from Ahab’s? 
Read Philippians 4:6,7. Why is it important for us to honestly bring our frustrations and disappointments to God?
5.
After Jezebel orchestrates a plot to fraudulently acquire the vineyard, God sends Elijah to Ahab. Read 1 Kings 21:17-29. Do you think Ahab’s repentance (v. 27) is genuine? 
Why or why not? 
Read Proverbs 28:13,14. How does this apply to Ahab’s situation? 




6.
Read Proverbs 29:1. Is this verse describing a situation where God will no longer forgive, or where a person will no longer repent? 
What difference does it make? 
Read 1 John 1:9. What does this verse say about the extent of God’s willingness to forgive? 
Read Hebrews 2:1, 3:12 & 12:15. How can we avoid a dangerous “stiffening of the neck”?
