2 Corinthians 3:1-18         Week of Nov. 6, 2016 (week 8 of 10)

When have you seen a life (your own or someone else’s) changed in a way that could only be explained as God’s work?

Read 2 Corinthians 3:1-5. Paul refers to the believers in Corinth as his “letter of recommendation.” Read 1 Corinthians 3:1,3; 5:1; 6:8-11.   How would their lives give credibility to Paul’s ministry? 

Would you want someone to list you as their “letter of reference”? Why or why not?

Read 2 Corinthians 3:6-11. List the contrasts that Paul makes between the “Old Covenant” and the “New Covenant.” 

Read Exodus 20:18-21 & 34:29-35. How would you describe the evidences of God’s glory that accompanied the giving of the Law?

Read Galatians 2:16 & 3:10,11. What do these verses identify as the limitations of the Law? 

Read Galatians 3:22-24. What does Paul say was the original purpose for which God gave the Law? 

Read Jeremiah 31:31-34 & Ezekiel 11:19,20. How do these passages anticipate the “greater glory” that Paul wrote about in  2 Corinthians 3:8,9?

Read 2 Corinthians 3:12-18. What is the source of the hope that Paul refers to in v. 12? 

Read James 1:22-25. How does this passage help explain the process of transformation that Paul describes in v. 18? 

Read 1 John 3:2. What will be the final outcome of this process?
