Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

2 Corinthians 6:11-7:1       Week of Feb. 5, 2017 (week 4 of 10)
1.
Describe a time when you were encouraged by something that someone else did or said. How did it make you feel?
2.
Read 2 Corinthians 6:11-13. How does Paul say that his attitude toward the Corinthians is different from theirs toward him? 

How would you describe what it means to have an “open heart” toward someone else? 

Read Luke 6:45. What correlation does this suggest between our heart and our relationships with others?
3.
Read 2 Corinthians 6:14,15. How do the series of contrasts that Paul lists help explain what it means to be “unequally yoked”? 

Read 1 Corinthians 9:19-23. How is Paul’s being “all things to all people” different from being “unequally yoked”? 

List some examples (other than marriage) of how a Christian today might be unequally yoked. 

Are the examples you listed always wrong? Why or why not?

Read Matthew 5:14-16 and John 17:15-18. How can we have the influence God wants us to have on people around us without becoming “unequally yoked” in the process?

Read 2 Corinthians 6:16-7:1. What does it mean for believers to be “the Temple of God”? 

Read John 14:16,17. How does the gift of the Holy Spirit fulfill the promise God made to “dwell in and walk among” his people? 

Read Revelation 21:3. How will the same promise be fulfilled in the future?
