Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Describe a time when something “bad” resulted in something “good.”
2.
Read 2 Corinthians 7:2-8. What words and phrases indicate Paul’s love for the Corinthians even though he had sent them a letter of correction that had caused them grief? 

How would you expect Paul’s expressions of praise to affect their attitude toward him (see 2 Corinthians 6:12)? Why is this important?
3.
According to v. 8, Paul initially regretted his letter of correction. Read James 5:19,20. Why is it important to correct each other even when it is uncomfortable? 

Do you agree with the statement from Sunday’s message that “Giving correction (correctly) can be just as painful as receiving it”? Why or why not? 

4.
Read Galatians 6:1,2 & Matthew 7:3-5. What principles do these passages suggest for giving correction to others?
