Describe a time when you missed out on an opportunity because of procrastination.

Read 2 Corinthians 8:10-15. What indications are there in this passage that Paul considers giving to be voluntary rather than an obligation (make a list). 
3.
Read Proverbs 19:17, Matthew 10:42 and Philippians 4:17. What “advantages” do these verses suggest for those who give? 

Read Mark 12:41-44. How does Jesus’ teaching to his disciples affirm what Paul said in 2 Corinthians 8:12?

Read Exodus 16:14-21. Would you understand this to be an example of “equality in giving” if Paul had not used it that way (opinion)? Why or why not? 

Make a list of principles from this passage that can apply to our giving. 

In what areas of life other than giving could principles from this passage be applied?  Explain.

Scan 2 Corinthians 8:16-24. How does what Paul says in vv 20 & 21 explain why he goes into so much detail about how the gift he is asking them to make will be administered? 

Read Titus 1:6-9. What are some of the qualities that Paul says should be required of those in leadership? 

Why would these qualities be important for those leaders whose responsibility includes handling finances?

Read 2 Corinthians 9:1-5. What words and phrases in this passage affirm the Corinthian believers – even though Paul is challenging them in an area where they had been deficient?
