Read Matthew 21:12,13. Do you think Jesus’ action here contradicts the kind of humility he expected of his followers? Explain.

Read 2 Corinthians 10:3-6. Describe in your own words the enemies Paul says we are at war with. 

Read Matthew 16:16-18. How can what Jesus says about the result of Satan’s attempts to oppose the church give us confidence in the battles we face?

Read John 8:44. What Does Jesus say about Satan’s relationship with the truth? 

Read Ephesians 6:10-18. List the words and phrases that point to the importance of truth in our ability to resist Satan’s schemes.
