Read 2 Corinthians 3:1-4. How was the very existence of the church in Corinth a validation of Paul’s leadership? 

To what extent should their relationship with Paul influence their response to the other teachers who are challenging his authority (opinion)?

Read 2 Corinthians 10:12-18. In what different ways does Paul say his authority is different from that of the teachers who were challenging his authority in Corinth?  
5.
Read Galatians 1:11,12 & 2:7-9. What are the two sources that Paul claims for his authority? 

Why are both important? 

How does Paul’s example serve as a model for evaluating leaders today?  
6.
Read 2 Corinthians 10:5 & 2 Timothy 2:1,2,15. What resources do these verses offer to give us the discernment that Paul calls us to have in 2 Corinthians 10?
