Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

2 Corinthians 11:16-33    Week of April 2, 2017 (week 1 of 9)
1.
If your house was on fire and you could only rescue one possession, what would you take?
2.
Read 2 Corinthians 11:16-22. How does Paul describe the behavior of the counterfeit leaders toward the Corinthians? 

What point is he making by admitting his own “weakness” in comparison (v 21)? 

3.
Read Acts 15:1,2 & 22-29. How did the church resolve the dispute about what requirements should be placed on Gentile believers?

 Read Galatians 1:8,9 & 5:12. Does it surprise you that Paul uses such strong language to warn about those who would add anything to the simple message of the gospel? Why or why not? 

What additional “requirements” do some add to the gospel today?

4.
Read Exodus 3:10-14 & 4:10-13. What objections did Moses raise when God called him into a leadership position? 

How did God answer each of Moses’ objections? 

Read 1 Corinthians 1:26-31. How does this passage answer any objections we might have that we aren’t adequately qualified to serve in ministry for God?

Read 2 Corinthians 11:23-33. How is Paul’s “boasting” different from how he described that of the false teachers (v. 22)? 

Read Acts 9:19-26. How would this series of events from the beginning of Paul’s life as a follower of Jesus have prepared him for the hardships that he “boasts” about in 2 Corinthians 11?

Read John 15:20 & Matthew 28:19,20. How can the promise at the end of Matthew 28:20  help us to “boast in our weaknesses” when we experience the mistreatment Jesus told us to expect?
