3.
Read Proverbs 26:4,5,20. Does Paul’s response to his accusers follow the principles of these verses? Why or why not? 

Read Romans 12:17,18. What guidelines are offered here for situations where we feel wrongly accused?
4.
Read Ephesians 2:19,20. In what sense are the original Apostles the “foundation” of the church? 


Read John 10:37,38 & Hebrews 2:1-4. Both Jesus and the Apostles performed miracles as “signs.” In these verses, what is it that the “signs” are pointing to? 

What is it that the author of Hebrews tells us to “pay close attention to”?

Read 2 Corinthians 12:19-21. What anxieties does Paul feel over the believers in Corinth? 

Read 1 Corinthians 1:11; 5:1; 6:7,8; 10:14. How does Paul’s response to their sin and lack of spiritual growth demonstrate his love and concern for them?

Read James 1:21-25. How would these instructions apply to the concerns that Paul raised for the Corinthians?
