Describe a time when you felt overshadowed by someone else. How did it make you feel?

Read Genesis 24:1-9. What evidences are there of Abraham’s confidence in the promise God had given him 65 years earlier, recorded in Genesis 12:1-3? 

Does Abraham’s comment in v. 8 suggest a lack of faith on his part? Why or why not? 

Read James 4:13-15. How does this caution us against telling God how to do what he has promised (or we have asked him) to do?

Read Genesis 24:10-27. What can we learn from the servant’s attitude toward Abraham? 

Toward the task given to him? 

What words and phrases indicate the servant’s dependence on God?  

Read Colossians 3:22-24. How does the servant serve as an example for us in following these instructions?

Read (or scan) Genesis 24:28-61. What challenges would the servant’s proposal have involved for Rebekah? For her family? 

What indications are there that Rebekah and her family shared Abraham’s trust in the One true God (eg: vv. 31, 50,60)? 

How does their faith relate to the instructions Abraham gave his servant (vv. 3 & 4)?

Read Genesis 24:62-67. What do we learn about Isaac from what we are told here? 

What evidence is there of his trust in God?

6.
Summarize the different evidences of God’s sovereign control over the events described in Genesis 24. 

How can this account give us confidence to trust God in our own lives? 

What stands out most to you from this chapter?
As your group prays, reflect on God’s sovereignty over the events in our lives.
