Read Mark 10:35-37. What might the disciples have expected when Jesus talked about being ‘glorified’ (12:23)? 

What principle is Jesus expressing in 12:24? 

How does it apply to him? 

How does it apply to his followers (12:25,26)?  
4.
Read John 12:27-36. Does it surprise you that Jesus was “deeply troubled” at the thought of his approaching death (12:27)? Explain. 


Read John 3:14 and John 8:28. What did Jesus expect to happen as a result of his being “lifted up”?

How does 12:33 clarify what Jesus meant by the phrase “lifted up”?

Read John 12:37-41. How is the response of unbelief (12:37) explained by what John has said in 1:10 & 11 and 3:19 & 20? 

Read John 12:42 & 43. How does this response affirm that the blindness described in 12:40 is not absolute? 

How can the response of these authorities be an encouragement to us in reaching out to those who do not show any apparent interest?

Read John 12:44-50. What different responses to Jesus and the gospel are described in these verses? 

What are the results or consequences of each response?
