Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

John 13:21-38           Week of Oct. 25, 2015 (week 7 of 10)
1.
What kind of people do you find hardest to love? Why?
2.
Read John 13:34,35. The command to “love one another” was not completely new. How would Jesus’ earlier actions (13:5) help the disciples understand what Jesus meant by the command to love “as I have loved you”? 

Read Matthew 5:43-48 & Leviticus 19:18. How is the love Jesus commands different from that taught by the Jewish authorities?

Read John 13:21-30. Even though the disciples didn’t understand everything Jesus told them, how would his repeated mention that he would be betrayed have given them comfort in the future? 

The other disciples do not suspect Judas as the traitor; what does this tell us about how Jesus had treated Judas? 


How do you think you would have treated Judas if you knew he would betray you?

What does Jesus’ command to Judas in 13:27 suggest about who is really in control (see also John 10:18)? 

John’s mention that it was night when Judas left (13:30) might be intended as more than just a reference to the time. Read John 3:19-21. How does this passage describe Judas’ choices? 

How does this affirm that Judas had a choice and was responsible for his actions?

Do you think Peter’s declaration in 13:37 was from pride or sincerity? Explain. 


Read 1 John 3:14-18. How does this help make the command of John 13:34,35 practical?
6.  Three people who stand out in this passage – Jesus, Judas and Peter. What one character quality in each of them, good or evil, impresses you the most? Why?
