Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

1.
Do you agree or disagree with the statement that “most people feel inadequate”? Explain.
2.
Read John 18:12-14. What do you think might explain this unusual act of cooperation between Jewish and Roman officials? 

Read John 11:47-53. What do you think Caiaphas meant by his statement about “one man dying for the people” in chapter 11? 
3.
Read John 18:15-18. How do Peter’s actions compare to those of the other 10 disciples who were with Jesus in the garden? 

How do his actions compare with those of the “unnamed disciple”? 

What are some factors that might explain Peter’s denial?

Read John 18:19-24. The “high priest” in v 19 is actually the former high priest, Annas. Read Mark 11:15-18. How does the fact that Annas was behind the practice of selling animals for sacrifice at inflated prices explain his interest in questioning Jesus? 
5.
How does the fact that Annas was not the official high priest explain Jesus’ response in 18:20 & 21? 

Read Matthew 5:38-40. How does Jesus’ response in v 23 to the officer who slapped him explain what it means (and what it does not mean) to “turn the other cheek”? 

When have you had an opportunity to “turn the other cheek”?

Read John 18:25-27. How might being questioned by a relative of the servant whose ear Peter have cut off (v. 26) have increased Peter’s anxiety? 




Read John 13:37 & 38. How do you think Jesus’ earlier prediction affected how Peter felt when he heard the rooster? 

Should Peter have been surprised at his own failure? Why or why not? 

Read 2 Corinthians 3:5. How should we respond to our own failures?
