Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Do you more often take care of things right away or do you procrastinate? Explain.
2.
Read John 18:38b-40. What might explain why Pilate offers to release Jesus in a “prisoner exchange” instead of simply setting him free as an innocent man? 

Read Mark 15:7 and Luke 23:19.  Based on Barabbas’ rap-sheet, which prisoner do you think Pilate expected the crowd to ask him to release? 

Read Mark 15:11. What does Mark’s explanation say about the Jewish leaders’ level of hatred for Jesus?

Read John 19:1-6. What different terms does Pilate use to identify Jesus in this encounter? 

Why do you think he uses those terms? 

Read Luke 23:20-22. What was Pilate’s reason for having Jesus scourged even after declaring him innocent? 

How do you think Pilate might have felt when his plan to release Jesus didn’t work?

Read John 19:7-11. Why do you think Pilate was more afraid when he heard the charge the Jews brought in 19:7? 

Did Pilate really have the authority he claimed to have in 19:10? Explain. 

Read Acts 4:27,28. Where did Pilate’s authority come from? 

Do you think it was any comfort to Pilate that his sin was less than the one who delivered Jesus? 

Should it have been? Explain.

Read John 19:12-16. How would Pilate’s actions in these verses have forced the Jewish authorities to recognize their own part in Jesus’ death? 


Do you think the Jewish leaders recognized that their declaration of loyalty to Caesar (19:15) made them guilty of the same charge (blasphemy) that they brought against Jesus?

Read John 1:11. How do the events leading up to Jesus’ crucifixion demonstrate the truth of this verse? 

Read John 1:12. Would the offer expressed in this verse have been available to Pilate and the Jewish authorities if they had wanted it? Why or why not?
