Read John 20:19-23. What do you think might have contributed to the disciples’ fear when they gathered (make a list)? 

How do Jesus’ words and actions in vv. 19& 20 address their fears?

Read Luke 24:36-43. In what ways was Jesus’ resurrected body similar to his pre-resurrection body? 

In what ways was it different? 

Read John 11:43,44. How was Jesus’ resurrected body different from that of Lazarus? 

Read Philippians 3:20,21. Why does it matter to us to know that Jesus’ resurrected body was qualitatively different from his pre-crucifixion body?

Read Romans 5:1, Ephesians 2:14-18 and John 16:33. What different aspects are included in the ‘peace’ Jesus promises? 

5.
Read Matthew 28:19,20. How do these instructions (given at a later time, before Jesus returned to heaven) expand on the commission Jesus gave in 20:21? 

Read Acts 1:8 and 2:1-4. How do these verses explain what Jesus promised in John 20:22?

Read John 20:24-29. How would you describe Thomas’ attitude, both before and after Jesus appeared to him? 

What do you think convinced Thomas to make such a resounding profession of faith (v. 28)? 

What can we learn from Jesus’ encounter with Thomas that can help us respond to people who have doubts?

Read John 20:29-31. How can someone who has not seen the evidence that Thomas and the other disciples saw come to faith in Jesus as the risen Lord and Savior? 

Read Hebrews 11:1. Do you think it is an advantage or a disadvantage to live today – when we cannot personally witness Jesus’ resurrection (opinion)? Explain.
