Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

2 Kings 1:1-18          Week of Sept. 25, 2016 (week 2 of 10)
1.
Describe a time when you saw someone do something that didn’t make sense to you.
2.
Read 1 Kings 21:25,26 and 22:40. In what different ways could  the example of his parents affect the way Ahaziah would lead as the new king? 
Read 1 Kings 22:51-53. How did his leadership compare with his father’s?
3.
Read 2 Kings 1:1-8. What does Ahaziah’s response to his illness show about his spiritual condition? 
Do you think God’s intervention through Elijah is intended to give Ahaziah an opportunity to change his spiritual direction? Why or why not?
4.
Read 2 Kings 1:9-15. How is the third captain’s approach to Elijah different from how the first two captains approached him? 
What does this suggest about the heart of the third captain? 
What does angel’s response (v 15) say about God?
5.
The message that Elijah gives Ahaziah (v 16) is identical to the one relayed earlier by Ahaziah’s messengers (v 6). Is there any indication that Ahaziah’s attitude has changed? 
Read Romans 2:4. How does the account of this chapter demonstrate God’s patience? 

6.
Read 1 Kings 21:21,22. What had God already said would happen to all of Ahab’s descendants? 
Read Ezekiel 18:20. How does the account in 2 Kings 1 demonstrate that Ahaziah was responsible for his own death? 
Read Ezekiel 33:11. What does this say about God’s desire for us in the choices and decisions that we make each day?
