Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Do you believe that bad things (or good things) happen in groups of three? Why or why not?

Read 2 Corinthians 13:1-4. What evidence is there of Paul’s love for the Corinthians in these verses? 

What effect does his love for them have on his attitude toward their sin?
3.
Read Deuteronomy 19:15. Where have you seen the practical wisdom of this principle demonstrated (or ignored)? 

Read Matthew 18:15-17. How would you explain the steps in the process of reconciliation described here? 

How would following this process minimize the damage done by personal offenses within the church? 
4.
Read 2 Corinthians 13:5-10. What phrases or ideas from this section identify Paul’s heart for the believers in Corinth? 

Read 1 John 2:29 & 3:14. What evidences can we look for in our lives to show that we are “in the faith”? 

Read 1 John 1:9. How does this guard against expecting perfection (in ourselves or others)?

Read Matthew 7:1-5. How does the rest of this passage explain what Jesus means in v. 1 by “not judging”? 

Read Galatians 6:1-5. How does this passage combine the ideas of self-examination and responsibility toward others?
